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A Random Talk On Sex Healthcare In The Seniles

Based on the Chinese tradition in the ancient times, a person who has
already lived up from sixty to seventy was designated as an ‘aged’, though
regarded to be ‘rare’ as well; while up to and over eighty, the person was
then recognized as an octogenarian and considered to be a senile; there
would be a senilization process or even ‘deterioration’ of all the
physiological activities taking place in this individual. The most significant
one was nothing more than the ‘ idea of sex’; individuals up to this period
of senility seldom still keep up an active ‘idea of sexuality’; even if in
thinking this ‘idea of sex’ still finds its existence. In a few, yet, one’s ability
falls short of one’s wishes; and to gradual fading off of ‘sex’. ‘life’ would
lose its internal motive and follows. So talking on health care for the aged,
we could not evade from talking on ‘sex healthcare’ for the seniles.
According to Pavlov’s theory. ‘sex activity’ falls into the category of
‘conditioned reflex’, e. 1., it must possess a series of repeatedly-appearing
‘conditioned’ sites or foci so as an ‘action chain’ is established. This
repeatedly-appearing ‘conditioned-reflex chain’ is composed of two parts;
the ‘idea of sex’ (interpreted as ‘libido’) and ‘act of sex’ (displayed as
‘coitus’).

In accordance of this, if an aged could keep this condition to operate
continually in his life, then ‘sexual senilization’ and ‘sexual deterioration’
could be ‘defended against’ and ‘prevented’. This could be used as a means
of ‘health care for the aged’; equally this marks also the way of health care
to promise longevity.

This “sexual conditioned-reflex chain” is composed of the
‘Cerebro-pituitary-gonadal  axis’, accordingly it is really a
‘Neuro-endocrinal’ cycling chain > which carries impulses out forth to start
an actual sexual act, while on the other hand, sexual satisfaction will start
feedback impulses to be carried back to the cortex (or the  sex center’,
should there be definitely but not yet defined one).

The pituitary body or hypophysis is divided mainly into two parts, namely
the anterior and posterior lobe. A part of the functions of the former is
related to the gonads of human body through producing “gonadotropic
hormone” to promote human testicles to produce androgenic hormone,

‘testosterone’ in the male; or the ovaries to produce estrogenic hormone,
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estrogen in the female respectively.

Henceforth, on basis
of the above theoretical and experimental explanations, despite of the fact
that human individuals have already entered into the stage of aging or
senility, thus resulting in the state of “one’s strength falls short of one’s
wishes”. where as one lacks the power of practicing ‘direct sexual action’,
but ‘in mind’ or psycho-biologically such ‘indirect sexual activities’ should
still be kept; as ‘intimate physical touches’ ; ‘passionate embraces’;
¢ effusive talks of private familiarity and superfluity; kissing, gentle
fondling as well as reminiscence of past sexual sweetness’ etc. between the
aged husband and wife, sometimes some of the senile couples even like to
be engaged in enjoying together a pornographic disc in order to wake up
their ‘sense of sex (sexual desire)’.
All these mentioned above could help arouse production of ‘idea of
sexuality’ in order to sustain all those original neural stimulatory sites
existing on this primitive ‘sexual conditioned-reflex chain’ to promote
sustenance of its ceaseless cycling, so as consequently the aim of health
care lifespan elongation for the aged and seniles will be reached !
Certainly all the above-mentioned procedures should be put into practice in
accordance to the customs and habits of the localities and nationalities as
well as their ethical concepts; they should, never the less, be adopted as an
universal law!

Marital combination has been regarded usually as a sort of ‘Moment
Destiny’ as a result of instantaneous occurrence of love sparks; that is to
say, there is a very natural affinity existing in either party.
